In conjunction with the buildingSMART ITM meeting in Singapore from 19 to 21 September 2011, buildingSMART Singapore is kicking off a BIM-Buzz 2011 @Singapore which we hope will create greater awareness on BIM and IFC among industry practitioners all over the world.
The BIM-Buzz 2011 @Singapore will be a 48 hour event which aims to showcase the integrated design and collaborative features of BIM in construction. Teams from all over the world will be allocated a site in Singapore and design brief just before the commencement of the competition. The teams will be expected to use the arrays of features available in BIM to create detailed designs and proposals. Teams will be given instructions to submit their models and supporting documents at different stages of the competition to a registered site (to be given at a later date).

Judging Criteria

The teams shall be awarded points for the following:

1. Complete BIM model with as many disciplines as possible (architecture, structure and M&E)

2. Demonstrate the capability of BIM and its benefits within a short time (eg. conceptual design, modelling, documentation, simulation/analysis, walkthrough, quantity take-off, crash detection etc)

3. Demonstrate the creative & innovative use of BIM for sustainability, buildability, constructability and productivity.
4. Demonstrate good team work effort and time management.
5. Demonstrate interoperability (use of IFC) across various software platforms (eg. Modelling to simulation/rendering)
